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lopment of a community hospital project. Preliminary or-

ganization has reached the point where an architect is en-

gaged of plans and specifications.
' The-cit- of Reedsport recently secured from the county,

through an agreement reached with the county court, a tract
of land to which public title had been taken because of tax
delinquency, and this property is proposed as a site for the
projected hospital building. It is planned to finance con-

struction through donations from individuals, industrial
plants, business firms and through community fund-raisin- g

activities, While application also, is being made for federal
aid, which is authorized to assist communities with civic
problems arising from population growth occasioned princi-
pally by the war.

Reedsport's plight is one which demands prompt consid-

eration. The community is overcrowded and is growing
with great rapidity. Business and industrial expansion is
assured for at least several years to come and, instead of a
postwar slump, Reedsport is certain to experience boom
conditions. " .

Yet this rapidly growing community, which includes
Scottsburg, Gardiner, Reedsport, 'Winchester Bay and the
intervening areas, has no hospital service. A great many
residents are engaged in sawmilling, lumbering, mechani-
cal work,, fishing, etc., all hazardous occupations in which
serious injuries frequently are encountered.

At present, men who suffer accidents must be taken to
North Bend, Coos Bay or, occasionally, to Eugene. Fre-

quently the delay in getting the patient to facilities, where
adequate hospital service is available, seriously complicates
the case, whereas prompt treatment would materially lessen
the period of recovery and in critical cases might spell the
difference between life and death.

: The community now has only one practicing physician.
It is desperately in need of at least one more doctor and
particularly a surgeon. There is prospect of obtaining a
qualified and experienced surgeon in the event the commu-

nity can provide hospital facilities, but until a hospital is

assured, no surgeon will seriously consider- - entering prac-
tice in the lower Umpqua field.
