We have no criticism of traffic safety warning signs.
Wo find them most helpful when traversing unfamiliar
territory. They are essential in helping to prevent acci-

dents. We would not have pile of them removed. But, it
must be admitted, they have a pronounced psychological
effect

same psychology to promote our recreational assets.

Suppose a tourist traveling through Douglas county
should see signboards reading: "Fine Fishing Water,'' "Pub-

the dominant power at Yalta. So
much as we may dlslikt t, we
have to lake our International
news as we get It.
