HOW PAPER TRAVELS

A little sidelight on bow paper gets avound in this war
is given by Mrs. H. 8. Cheek, Melrose Rt., Roseburg, who
reports receiving a pair of wooden shoes;, sent from Bel-
gium by her son, Hillburn L. Check, a technical sergeant
with the Bth air force, who, incidentally, was recently
awnrded the second oakleaf cluster for his Air Medal, The
ghoes were shipped to Mra, Cheek in o caprdboard box, which
previously had been used to send a gift to a soldier from
San Antonio, Texas. The sabots were wrapped in paper
originally used by a friend in Portland, Ove,, in sending &
gift to Sergeant Cheek.

A cardbosrd box from San Antonio; a piece of wrapping
paper from Portland, & pair of wooden shoes from Belgium
all reached & common place upon a battlefield in Eurvope |
and journeved together to Roseburg. Soon, we expect, the
box, and the wrapping paper will again be on their way, |
cither to convey a gift to the soldier or as materials of
war, through contribution to the waste puaper drive.

This newspaper you now hold in your hands, we hope,
soon will either be a part of a protective band avound &
bomb, a part of a casing for an artillery shell, or serving
as 4 part of a box of the type used in protecting blood plasma,
medical supplies, food rations, ete., during shipment.

If we all realized that it would be impossible to wuge
modern war for more than o few hours without paper, we
would not be forced to plead [or cooperation in waste paper |
stlvage efforts, |

T. Mc¢Whorter, extension hortis
culturist, are the resulls of ¢x-
tensive” exporiments "darsisd on
rineipally  in  Wasco  county,
here llttle leaf has occurred in
cherry, peach, apricot, prune,
péar, and apple orchards,

The zine may be applled to
trees as a scay about 30 days after
leaves appear, or, preferably, by
driving zine tacks into the trunks
of the trees, except in the case
of very young or aged trees, Use
of the zing tacks or zinc-coated
shingle nails Is preferred over the
spraying mathod as the effoct
Insts for several years. Spraying
must be done annually.

Where folinge spray is used,
a combination zinc and boron so-
lution has beéen found more elfee-
tive than a plain zine sulphate
spray, although there is danger
of follage burn If rains occur
soon after the application.
