AN EXCELLENT START

The Douglas county court has set the date of May 21 to
hear objections, “if apy there be,” to its proposal to ex-
thange lands with the E. K. Woods Lumber Co., taking in
trade property the B, K. Woods company is buying from
The California Oregon Power compuny, located slong the
North Umpqua river between Idleyld and the national
forest boundary, :

We do not understand how anyone could object to the
county court's program. It is our opinion the county court
teserves o great round of applause,

The proposed land exchange is a far-reaching step in the
county recreationnl program, as it would assure for public
use many miles of river frontage embracing ideal pienie and
camping spots.  Failure of this program would doubtless
mean that the entire brea included in the exchange would,
within a few yvears, be built up to privately-owned summer
homes and the public would be excluded. Many mileg of the
Rogue, Klamath aund MeKenzie rivers ure controlled,
furnishing an example of what undoubtedly would happen
on the Umpqua river, should the county court not have
had the foresight and aggressive spirit to negotiate the|
proposed eéxchange.

Because provisions of a trust deed prevented Copeo from
entering into an exchange, but did not prohibit sale, the
county court negotiated a three-cornercd deal. The 1. K.
Woods company, which has a large mill at Reedsport, and
which is completing construction of a remanufacturing plant
ut Gréen, south of Roseburg, sought purchase of a tract of
county-owned timber land near Gardiner, The county court
arranged that the lumber company should buy Copeo's
North Umpgun holdings, these traets, in turn, to be traded
10! Douglas county -in return for 17 million feet of timber
| in the Five Mile distriet northeast of Gardiner,
| The Copeo detenge was purchased for $82,000 and the

at approximately the same amount, Prior to entering into
detailed negotintions, the county courl secured un appraisal
of the Copeo propertics by a peutral committee from the
Roseburg Realty board.  This committee set a4 physical
valuation of $25,000 on the Copeo lands—u price which
the utility company contended was below actual cost and
much too low. After prolonged negotintions & compromise
price of $32,000 was reached, which the county court feels |
ig not exeessive, in view of the reereational values involved. |
The land being exchinged has been cruised and is of equal |
vitlue to' the Copeo land to be acquired by the county.

The North Umpgua lunds ave in several teaets and are
