“Residents of Klamath Falls are more than little ]qullt'll
gan| by a paragraph in a recent issne of Harper's magazine in|
which C. Hartley Grattan, reporting on observations during
a hurried ‘tour of the Pacific Northwest, describes Klamath
Falls as “‘a rough aid ready town, which illustrates to per-
fection the American cupucitv for achieving dilupidation

Of course, that statement also demonstrates to perfec
tion C. Hartley Grattan's capacity (and many other writers')
conclusions based on fleeting
glimpses that are likely to do elther flattering or libelous
injustices to any subject and can miss the wheole point of
a good story. In this case, the |atter has happened, and
his whole article, seeking to give clever word plctures of
the towns he visited in the northwest,
with examples of the same fault. Az for Klamath, the
interesting story is that it Is only about 25 years out of the
sagebrush, that It came out of the sagebrush with a gloricus
hoom which, like all booms, made money but not construc-
tion beauty and permanence in the locale of its occurence.

We have been steadily, but too slowly, shedding the un-
deslrable physical consequences of that boom. Every town
we have ever seen has a certain amount of dilapldation and
Klamath has its share. Its public bulldings, banks, theaters
business bulldings compare favorably with
those of most cities of similar size in this region, and some
