strickén, Wounded, the pedee loving nutions will endeavor
to erect bulwarks against futtife war, knowing full well
that a third Woerld war might well mark the end of civiliza-
tion ns we recognize it today.

It is a difficult task which faces the delegiates, who
will be called upon to compose differences which would seem
almost impossible of unity.

As the conference doubtléss will be dominated by the
Big Three—the United States, Russin, Great Britain—it
would be well to consider the objectives these nations have
in mind as they enter the United Nations meeting,

Russin apparently is aiming for political domination,
which she already has attained, insofar as the people of
Europe are concerned.  Suspicious of Great Britain, nations!
formerly within the British sphere of influence are turning
to Russia us their protective ally. Russia’s show of militury
might has made her the dominant force in Europe. It also
is probuble that China will come under the Russian in-
fluence. There is some indication that we have sutrendered
our position in China as the price of Russia’s entranee into
the Pacific war. Russin’s territorial demunds probably will
bt limited. She is seeking, rather, to gain political domi-
nanee and good will, which, In turn, will vesult in a fertile
