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THE PROBLEM OF DAMS

By Charles V. Stanton

Whenever we meet with o group of fishermen, either
commercinl or recreational, or hoth, we find one topic of
conversation bobbing up constantly, no matter what may
be the real purpose and subject of the meeting.  All con-
dervation-minded fishermen are greutly worried by “those
damn dams."

Few people realize the extenl to which high dums destroy
figh life. The Oregon State Game comniission, however,
is fully aware of the problem and is “just plain scared” by
the program of hydroelectric development, irrigation and
flood control propoged by federal agencies for the state of
Oregon.

During & rvecent meeting in Eugene we had an opportunity
to fallkk with E. E. Wilson, chairman of the game commis-
sion, Frank B, Wire, game supervisor, and Dr. Paul Need-
ham, the newly appointed divector of rescarch. We found

o| these men greatly perturbed by the tentative plans of wrmy

engineers and reclaimation service to place high dams in
Oregon streams.

Chairman Wilson told a large group of conservutionists
attending the Eugene mecting that i projects as outlined
are completed, about the only fishing that will be left in
the state will be in the few mountain lakes that cannot be
tapped for irrigation or power purposes, Dr, Needham
said the Rogue river, one of the nation's best-known sports
streams, would undoubtedly be ruined for recreationnl fish-
mg, because of high water temperature which would be
created by installation of additional dums.
