Conaratulations Sent

He told Elsenhower that In rec-
ognition "ot the unconditional and
abject surrender of the nazi bar
barians ' he wanted the general lo
accept "the fervent congratula-
tions and appreciation of myself
and of the American people," and
aaaeu:

"All of us owe to you and to
your men of many nations a
neot Deyond appraisal lor their
high contribution to the 'conquest
of naziism." -

To Churchill, he expressed his
appreciation for Britain's "hero
ic army, navy and air forces" and
added, "with warm affection, we
hail our comrades-in-arm- s across
me Atlantic.

German prisoners of war in the
United States were notified today
that the leieh had surrendered
unconditionally.

The War tlcDnrtmcnt disirihiil.
ed proclamations for posting on
an ouuetin boards In the lt)W
camps which now hold 313,000
Germans.

The text of Hie denartment
proclamation:

I lie organized resistance of
the German armed forces has
ceased. The national socialist gov-
ernment of Germany no longer
exists, i no allied occupying au-
thorities exercise all power in
Germany. Members of the Ger-
man armed forces are released
from any obligation entered into
with a government which no
longer exists.

"As prisoners of war, you con-
tinue to be subieet to American
laws and regulations and must
obey the orders of persons nlae- -

ed over you. Correct soldierlv con
duct is expected of you at all tim-
es."

The department reiterated its
policy as laid clown by the Gene-
va convention to repatriate all en-

emy prisoners of war as soon as
feasible. In the meantime, the
prisoners will continue to be used
to alleviate manpower shortagesin Industry and agriculture.

"Prisoners will not be allowed
to compete with free labor," the
statement said, and as such la-
bor becomes available prisoners
will be withdrawn from private
contract worn."

paid to rid the world of Hitler
and his evil band," he said. "Let
us not forget, my fellow Ameri-
cans, the sorrow and the heart
break which today abide in the
nomes ot so many oi our neigh-
bors neighbors whose most
priceless possession has been ren
dered as a sacrifice to redeem our
liberty.

"We can repay the debt which
we owe to our God, to our dead
and to our children only by work

by ceaseless devotion to the re-

sponsibilities which lie ahead of
us. If I could give you a single
watchword for the coming
months, that word is work,
work, work.

"We must work to finish the
war. Our victory is but half-won- .

The West is free, but the East is
still In bondage to the treacher-
ous tyranny of the Japanese.
When the last Japanese division
has surrendered unconditionally,
then only will our fighting job
be done.

'Hard Task Still Ahead
"We must work to bind up the

wounds of a suffering world to
build an abiding peace, a peace
rooted In justice and in law. We
can build such a peace only by
hard, toilsome, painstaking work

by understanding and working
with our allies in peace as we
have in war.

"The job ahead is no less Im-

portant, no less urgent, no less
difficult than the task which now
happily is done.

"I call upon every American to
stick to his post until the last bat-
tle is won. Until that day, let no
man abandon his post or slacken
his efforts.

"This is a solemn but a glorious
hour," he declared. "General Ei-

senhower informs me that the
forces of Germany have surren-
dered to the united nations. The
flags of freedom fly over all Eu-
rope.

"For this victory we join In of-

fering our thanks to the provi-
dence which has guided and sus-
tained us through the dark days
of adversity."
Jao Slavery Not Aim

Thus was brought to a close
the European phase of the titanic
struggle which cost American
armed forces 132,000 lives and
more than 550,000 other casual-
ties in three years, four months
and seven days of fighting
against the axis In the European
and Mediterranean theaters.

Mr. Truman gave, at a news
conference, his assurance that un-
conditional surrender "does not
mean the extermination or en-
slavement of the Japanese peo-
ple."

It means for them, he said, the
end of the war, the termination
of the influence of military lead-
ers "who have brought Japan to
