Eire's Policy in

Reply to Churchill
DUBLIN, May 17. (AP)

Prime Minister Eamon De Valera,
defending Eire's foreign policy,
declared last night he did not see
how Prime Minister Churchill or
any other thinking person could
"fail to see the reason for our
neutrality." r t

De Valera made his statement
in an address replying to a broad-eas- t

speech by Churchill last
Sunday, in which the British
prime minister, assailed Eire for
remaining neutral while Britain
was under attack. Churchill de
clared that but for the friend
ship of Northern Ireland "we
should have been forced to come
to close quarters with Mr. De
Valera or perish forever from
the. earth." ,

"It is indeed fortunate that
Britain's necessity did not reach
the- - point when Mr. Churchill
would nave acted, De Valera
said, and added:

"By resisting temptation In
this instance Mr. Churchill, in
stead of adding another horrid
enapier to me already blood-
stained record of relations be-
tween England and this country,has advanced the cause of inter-
national morality an Important
step and one of the most import-
ant, indeed, that can be taken
on the road to the establishment
of any sure basis for peace."

In defending Eire's neutrality
policy, De Valera propounded a
hypothetical question based on
a supposition that Germany had
won the. war and partitioned
England as Ireland has been par-
titioned

"Let us suppose that after all
this," he said, "Germany was
engaged in a great war in which
she could show she was on the
side of freedom of a number of
small nations.
. "Would Mr. Churchill, as an
Englishman who believed that his
own nation has as good a rightto freedom as any other not
freedom for a part, merely, but
freedom for the whole would he
. . . lead this partiotioned Eng-
land to join with Germany in a
crusade?

"I do not think Mr. Churchill
would."

De Valera's broadcast replydrew from the Irish press, organ
