to take, as" shown in the classified advertising department.
The newspaper is a link with home. The boy in a foxhole,
thumbing the hometown paper, even though it may be
months old, can, in imagination, be back in his own easy
chair at home for a few minutes.

But newspapers are bulky material. With the increase
of personnel in the Pacific area, the task of handling news-
papers through mailing and shipping facilities becomes a
problem of first magnitude.

The Army has maintained restrictions on newspaper mail-
ings throughout the war, with the exception of a few brief
periods when regulations were eased temporarily. The
Navy, however, has, until now, permitted unlimited mailing
of newspapers, but is no longer able to extend this privi-
lege.

piration date of the current subscription. Relatives or
friends may pay for new subscriptions or renewals provid-
ing the request for the newspaper has been initiated by
the addressee.

The Navy haa requested wide publicity of its order, so
that all persons concerned may be informed of the neces-
sity of shipping space. The News-Revie- w is appreciative
of the Navy's problem and will' endeavor to comply strictly
w ith the regulations. .

The Navy department urges that clippings of items of
particular interest be mailed with letters, rather than send-
ing complete issues of newspapers and other publications.
Clippings won't entirely take the place of the hometown
newspaper but they will help. And there is another act that
vill help WRITE OFTEN.

How would a Labor Relations Advisory Counsel be able to service
your business?

1. If you have made a wage raise to your employees since May IS, 1944
without applying to the War Labor Board for approval, then you are not In

compliance with Wage Stabilization Laws Executive Order No. 9328.

the War Labor Board for a wage rate approval for your various job classifi-
cations, you are not in compliance with the Wage and Hour Laws.

3. If the goods you produce are a part of a government contract order, or you
are aiding in the production of goods for government contract in the
amount of $10,000 per year, or more, you are covered by the Walsh-Heal- y

Public Contracts Act. By recent amendment of Article 504 of the Walsh-Heal- y

Act, you must keep an injury frequency rate chart. If you do not
have one in effect, I can help you set one up, and show you how to use it.

4. If you have started a new business since May 15, 1944, and are not engaged
in interstate commerce, or have raised wages since this date, and you have
not applied for a wage rate approval, then I can help you.

5. If you do not understand clearly the Selective Service Act, or the rights or
seniority privileges of the returning Veteran then I can aid you olso.

6. If you have anyone in your employ under the age of 1 8 years earning less
than 35c per hour, then you are not in compliance with both State and
Federal Child Labor Laws.

7. If you do not know whether or not you are covered by the Fair Labor Stand-
ards Act, then I can help you.

8. If you do not know how to apply for adjustments to come within compliance' of State and Federal Laws, then I can help you.
9. If you do not clearly understand just what Federal and State Laws do applyto your business, then I can help you.
