The
World Charter provides for a, General Assembly, Security
Council, Economic and Social Council, Trusteeship Council,
International Court, Military Staff Committee, Secretariat,
Specialized Commissions.

The General Assembly permits of not more than five rep-
resentatives from each of the 50 nations, each nation to
have. one vote. The Security. Council, which controls the
ppjice powers, has permanent seats for the "Big Five"
nations, with sbr, other nations to have representatives for
two-ye- terms on, a, rotating basis, The Economic and
Social Council wijl do, research, work on the causes of war.

3 membersb.il), will, consist of representatives from 18
nations, each .elected for three-yea- r terms. The Trusteeship
Council consists of balanced representation from, nations
holding trusteeships over dependent peoples and nations
who do not have trusteeships. The International Court,
consisting of 15 judges, each from a different nation and
elected for nine-yea- r terms, will be the court in which dis-

putes between nations wi,ll be heard. The Military Staff
Committee will serve as advisor on military affairs to the
Security Council, particularly with relation to the armed
forces needed to make the Charter effective. The Secretariat
is an administrative, staff. Specialized Commissions will be
set up in whatever fields may be found necessary by the
Economic and Social Council "for the promotion of human
rights."

The purposes, of the Charier are set forth in its preamble
as follows:

To save uooecdlng generations from the scourge of war,
which has brought untold sorrow to mankind, and

To reaffirm faith in fundamental human rights, in the
dignity and worth of. the human person, in the equal rightsf men. antJ women and of. nations large and small, and

To establish conditions under which Justice and, respect
fflr the obligations arising from treaties and other sources
ot International law can be maintained, and

To promote, social progress and. better standards of
life In, larger freedom, and for these ends

To practice tolerance and live, together In peace with
one another as good neighbors, and

to unite our strength to maintain international peace
and security, and

To insure, by the acceptance of principles and the in-
stitution or methods, that armed force shall not be used,
save In the common Interest, and

To employ international machinery for the promotionof the economlo and social advancement of all peoples.As a group of nations we have expressed a desire to live
together in harmony and to join forces in controlling those
nations which would make war. We have set up machineryto achieve that purposes.

We can, if we desire, view the experiment with suspicionand an attitude of skepticism. We can withhold judgmentuntil the effectiveness of the World Charter has been
demonstrated by experience. But if we have sufficient
determination, that the plan MUST work, then we can
MAKE it work so that "nation shall not lift up the sword
ugainst nation, neither shall they learn war any more."
