We recently saw some pictures which make a person's
blood run cold. ‘T'hey were pictures taken in a German
internment camp. ‘They were not the type of pictures made
by professional news photographers. We have seen many
metures of atrocities in our papers and magazines—pictures
of corpses covering the ground or ptled on gondolas; pic-
tures ol starvation victims, ete., but there are certain Hmits
to the type of picture which can be printed in a newspaper
without stepping outside the bounds of public taste, But
the pictures we saw had no such limitations. They were
not taken for any purpose of publication, They were, rather
catidid, unretotiched and pictorial evidence of German
atrocities,

‘These pietures were taken by a couple of G. I. Joes, They
went out at daylight to make snapshots at the prison camp
Some of the pictures
were foggy (for which we were grateful). They were
strictly amnteurish from a photographie astandpoint. DBut
they portray far more definitely than do the more limited
news photos the crime against humanity perpetrated by
the Uerman people.

T'here can be no question of their authenticity. No ofne
can claim that they are “propaganda” pictured, for they
were made by two enlisted men who had no propaganda
purposes to serve,

Une of the men who photographed the scene was Hugo
Fredrickson of Roseburg, a son of Mrs. C. E. Fredrickson.
¥rior to entering military service he had worked at various
times tor the News-Keview ns an asistant to his brother,
Walter Fredrickson, News-Review préssman and foreman,
to whom the pictures were sent, Hugo was with the First
army,

Loubtless there arve still some people in this country who
favor an easy peace for Germany, We believe a good type
ot trestment for these people would be to take some of these
photographs, showing evidence of extreme German brutality,
blow them up to suitable size, and then force the easy peace
proponents to look at them once a day for a week.

Following the last war, some of the atrocity propaganda
wis proven false and bectuse of that lact many people
doubted the truth of internment eamp tales from this war.
Photographs, somé contended, could be posed without much
dittienity, But there is no getting around a set of amateur
photogriaphs taken early in the mormmng by a couple of
curious and desperately angry G, L's at a camp captured
the preceding night.
