DO YOU WANT EFFICIENCY?

Da you, if you are a resident of Roseburg, want continued
eineiency in our school system? Of course you do. But
do you desire that efficiency enough to trouble yourself to
#0 to the Junior Migh school building Monday afternoon,
July 8, 2 to T o'clock, and mark a ballot?

Very few people—only 52, in fact—were sufficiently
concerned to go to the polls to vote consolidation with Eden-
bower. Less than 20 per cent went to their respective
poliing places June 22 to vote on such an important matter
as sotting up a $10 million postwar reserve fund for needed
buildings and facilities at state institutions,

It 18 guite possible that unless we have more than 20
per cent of Hoseburg voters at next Monday's election, our
school system may be hopelessly erippled.

Any issue which involves more taxes automatically receives
some negutive votes. There are people 'who have no inter-

o est in our corporate organizations, the efficiency of our

s¢hool, municiprl, county or state government; people who
have no concern for progress, development or improve-
ment. ‘They are interested only in saving money and would
starve our public institutions to save themselves a few
dollars in taxes,

Thus; we may be sure there will be negative votes. We
do not anticipate a great many such votes, as our popula-
tion, tor the most part, is interested in progress and, par-
ticularly, in maintaining high standards of education,

But those people who vote “No" on the proposal to in-
crease the school budgel over the six per cent limitation
will be out in force. If proponents of good education fail to
bestie themselves, and treat the local measure with the
dgame mditference shown in the elections last month—one
loeal and one state-wide—there is serious danger that the
proposal will Tall ol passage and our schoo] system be de-
moralizecd.

Temporary merenses in taxes go hand in hand with pro-
gress, An intlux of new population ndds to the cost of
municipal government, schools and publie services, Due to
the operation of the six per cent limitation law, our tax
base cannot advance as rapidly as corporate expenses. Con-
sequently we must, if we propose to provide services in
keeping with our community pride and our regard for good
government and efficient schools, assume an additional
tax burden.

Dur school officials have made careful estimate of antici-
pated enroliment Yor the coming year. This figure of more
than 2,000 pupils is an inerease of* 17 per cent over last
year., Uompared with the school year of 1942-43, the in-
crease would be approximately 33 per cent. Obviously we
cannob expect to operate our schools on a decent level with-
out upping the budget by a very considerable amount,

Move than $40,000 of the increase over last vear's budget
will be required to meet the cost of 15 more teachers than
consiglered in any previous budget. Last yenr we added
tour more teachers than the bodget called for, due to a4
1 per cent enrollment increase. Next yvear, with an esti-
mate of 2,042 students, ag compured with 1,595 in 1043-44,
an merease of 457 in enroliment, we will need 11 teachers
in addition to the four added last year, or 15 in all since
the 19438-44 budget. This averages out to about 30 pupils
per teacher, which any one will admit, we believe, is getting
around the dunger point for efficiency in instruction,

'he problem simmers down to this: Do we want el'fie-
ient schools” 1T we do, then we must turn out in large
numbers at the special school election from 2 to 7 p. m.
Monday, duly 9—that's next Monday—and authorize the
bourd of schoul directors to levy a tax in excess of the 6
por cent limitation and in Keepang with the budget prev-
iously published, 1f we have as few voters as turned out in
the two speeinl elections held recently, there is greatl danger
that our schools for the coming year will be very sketchy
indeed.
