THE "ENEMY" AT HOME

By Charles Y. Stanton

Smoke and haze from forest fives have been swirling
over parts of Douglas county during the last few days, The
smoke, fortunately for us, does not come from fires within
pur own forests but is drifting in from other sections of
the state. However, it is only because of extreme diligence
and 4 very substantial measure of good luck that destruetion
is not now raging through tinder-dry forests of Douglas
county. It may be our turn tomorrow.

Continued warm weather and low humidity during the
past few days have combined to create a most serious fire
danger. The least cavelessness could prove extremely costly.
Observers, guards, smoke-chasers and protection erews, sta-
tioned strategically throughout our foreats, are keeping
strict watch for tell-tale wisps of smoke, while well-organ-
ized and trained firemen are ready at & moment's notice to

40| 8peed to the scene of o fire.

Many people are apprehensive regurding possibility of
widespread forest fires resulting from Japanese balloon
bombs. But the threat from enemy bombs does not worry
our foresters nearly so much as the ¢onstant menace fron:
the careless camper, hunter or fisherman.

We are not permitted to tell how many Jap balloons have
landed in Douglas county, buf we can say this: ONE care-
lessly disearded cigaret butt would be far more dangerous
than any Jap bombs we have received up to the present
time,

The men in charge of protecting our forests are not get-
ting grey hairs worrying about what the Japs might do
to start fires. The “enemy” they fear lives right here on
the Pacilic coast. He is the man who tramps or rides
through the forest, tossing away lighted matches or burning
cigaret or cigar buits, Knocking the ashes out of his pipe
upon ground litter, or leaving his campfire untended. He
is the man who, while loving the woods, destrovs them
through his own criminal negligence,

We have, ton, the incendiarist, Ordinarily he gets in his
nefarvious work later in the season. He purposely starts
fires to induce deer to come into the burned arca to feed
of f fresh green shoots, in order that his hunting may be
accomplished with less effort, or to provide range for his
livestock., The Incendiarist is the arch-enemy of our forests,

We would become tremendously aroused and angered

i |should & score of Jap incendiary bombs be dropped upon

our Douglas county forests, We would be ready to take up
avms against such a dastardly act.  Yet we are prone to view
with complacency the work of the incendiarist who may set
out a string of fires over a distance of several miles.

We overestimate the threat of Jap bombs because they
are unigue. A balloon bomb probably would be no more ser-
ious as a fire menace than a strike of lightning., Electrieal
storms are the chief source of forest fires, There were 18
lightning fives slarted in the Rogue rviver national forest this
week, all being brought under control within a few hours
after discovery. We have [ar more reason to fear lightning
a5 u source of damage to our lovest than the Jap balloon
nuisance,

Rather than worry about the enemy abroad, we should
concentrate upon the “enemy” at home; for the man who
ig carcless with fire in the woods is more dangerous than
anything the Japs have sent against our forests up to the
present time.

The Jap realizes that widespread forest fires on the
Pueific coast would be of advantage to him in the war effort
by slowing down production, shipping and redeployment of
troops. We should, therefore, use extreme personal diligence
that through our own carelessness we do not give aid and
comfort to the enemy by causing fives in our forests, a thing
he is spending millions of dollars to do through use of his
freak Invention, but an act we can accomplish through a
simple flip of the wrisk
