PUBLIC HOUSING PROJECTS

Roseburg's desperate need for additional housing was laid
before representatives of the National Housing Ageney at
a luncheon meeting held Thursday, Little hope was held
out for complete relief, although recommendations that pub-
lic housing installations be increased was promised by
NHA. officials.

A good many people are going to object to construction
of public housing units. Personally, we feel it is econom-
feally unsound to use public funds to build houses when
there is ample private capital to do the job. Even the rep-
resentatives of the housing agency hLold like opinions, but,
under prevailing eircumstances, it appears no solution to
the eritical housing situntion exists in Roseburg, and other
industrinl communities in Douglas county, except through
federally-financed projects.

The first barrier to private construetion is the extreme
shortage of building materials. Dealers report siding and
flooring to be practically non-existant in local yards, while
other materials nre extremely scarce. More than 200 priori-
ties for private home construction have heen approved
for the Roseburg nrea, James E. Maxwell, housing repre-
sentative, reported, but only about 90 houses have been
builf or are in process of construction. Other priority
holders are either waiting for materiale or have become
discouraged and have given up original plans to construct
homes,

Another handicap lo privatle home construction is found
in the shortage of carpenters. Mill operators report great
difficulty in obtaining skilled workmen to erect needed
buildings, and Several business structures are being delayed
for the same reason,

Many dwelling units are stunding vacant in some of the
large public housing projects in the Portland-Vancouver
afea, where shipyard workers have been released, It is
possible to move these structures into loealities where they
are needed. Mill and logging operators are unanimous in the
oni.gion that the only immediate solution to the housing
provlem in Douglas county is transfer of these available
tnits,

One 60-unit project already hus been authorized for con-
struction in West Roseburg. It was reported at Thursday's
meeting that another block of these demountable-type Homes
would be recommended by the Nationul Housing Agoncy.
The agency indicated it would recommend installation of
the maximum number of available units, but doubts were
expreased that authorfty would be obtained for as many
ag 100,

Showing was made that requirements by the first of the
year will be approuching the 500 mark 4s Kenneth Ford's
new mill at Dillard goes into operation as the Umpqua
Plywood company opens its plant now under construction
at Green, and if Young's Bay Lumber company adds an-
other shift, as it is being pressed to do by the War Produc-
tion board.

Investment builders and real estate agents Joined with
the mill operators in encouraging installation of publie
housing projects. Rather than interfering with sale of
privately-owned property, ekperience has proven that pub-
lic units promote real estate movement, it was stated.
Workers who become established on the job and who form
a liking for the community decide to become permanent
residents and eithor buy existing homes or take up priorities
| for construction with private capital. Living conditions
in the federally-financod projects are not entirely satis-
factory and onée a worker has determined to become n
permanent rvesidenl of a community, his first act is to
obtain his own home, experience has shown,

It is quite evident that even though we may dislike pub-
lic housing in principle; it is the only answer to Douglas
county’s critical need for living quarters for the man-
power required in our lumber industry.  Simultancously
with public housing, the National Housing Ageney promises
to keep priorities for private buildings available. within
redsonuble limits, so those persons, particularly key in-
dustrial men, may erect their own hohies when materials
and lubor can be obtained.

CHICAGO, JULY 21—(AP)—
Japanese kamikaze or sulcide
planes obtain "four to five times"
as many hits on naval craft "as
can be accompiished in normal
alve bombing or harlzontal homb-
ing, Commodore Dixle Klefer,
captain of the alroraft earrier
Ticonderoga, said yesterday.

The navy disclosed the Ticond:
eropa suffered 337 casualtles and
exténsive fire and bomb damage
when struck by two Jap suicide
planes near Formosa last Jan-
uary.

REEDSPORT—Voters of the
lower Umpqua valley will be cal-
Ied to the polls by a special elee-
tion August 15 of this year to de-
cide whether or not they shall
have one large and efficlent con-
solldated high school district, or
plod along with divided interests.
The wheels hove been set in mo-
tion by the school heads of Gar-
diner, Reedsport, Loon Lake and
Smith River to consolldate their
Interests with the Gardiner high
school district No, 13. Each will
maintain present grade school
districts and If the consolldation
Is voted, which will make the
present Gardiner set-up the mo-
ther district, certain of the direct.
ors of that district will resign
and others be eleeted at large to
fill the wvacuncies in order to
equalize the representation with
five members on the high school
district board.

Under this set-up the Reeds-
port distelet will turn over lis
present high scheol bullding for
the use of the new district as
long as that bullding Is used as
a high zchool. The former asses
sed valuation of the property in
what will be the new ristrict, if
apgrovcd by the voters was §3,
378,54500 and under the new
viluation recently approved in
this county, It will be considex-
ably more. This new arangement
If authorized will give the lower
Umpqua district a much higher
standing in education value, pro-
ponents claim.
