apparently was executed by the
nazis. A vigorous opponent of
naziism. Lee Weber, a resident
ot Munich, left last Nov. 7, to visit
mends in a nearby community,and was never seen again by rel-tiv- es

or friends. It was believed
that he was picked up and mur-
dered by the gestapo, the letter
reports.

The death of an old
cousin also was reported.

"About us here in Norway,"
the writer states, "I give you good
news. Those five years under
German occupation were dread-
ful, of course. We simply were
prisoners in our own land and

A diagram for lorrg-nerald- invasion of small trade
territories by commercial airways is contained in recom-
mendations of examiners to the Civil Aeronautics Board.

MANILA, July 24 (AP)
Three U. S. Seventh fleet filers
reported missing and presumed
dead have returned to a navy ad-

vanced airbase In the Philippines
aXter surviving six months in ene-

my-held Borneo.
They are Lt. Robert J. Gruhnm,

Rosemont, Pa., Reuben. L. Rob-bin-

aviation machinists mate,
Omak, Wash., and James R. Shep
herd, aviation machinists mate
second class, San Diego, Calif.

Five of the six other members
of their liberator patrol bomber
were captured and Killed Dy Jap-
anese.

The sixth, seaman first class
Alvin M. Harms, Holly, Colo., es-

caped earlier.
While on a routine mission last

Jan. 13, their big plane was at-

tacked by four enemy fighters
and forced to land In a rice paddy
near Brunei Bay. One man had
been fatallv wounded in the
aerial attack but nine survivors,
unharmed In the crash landing,
Jumped from the bomber as It
sank in the mud. Japanese troops
were known to be in the vicinity.

For 13 days they walked into
the hinterland. They were weak
and hungry and all of them suf-
fered from malaria.

Bodies of 2 Oregon Men

Contingent upon securing the proposed feeder line
franchise, Southwest Airways has designed a plane partic-
ularly for the type of work which it will bo called upon to
perform. This plane is of twin-engin- e type, capable ' of
operating on only one motor, designed to accommodate 10 or
12 passengers and carry a mail or express load of from 800
to 1,000 pounds.

The planes are designed for cruising.speeds of 180 miles
an hour, which, counting landings and take-off- s, would
give a consistant schedule based on 120 miles an hour less
than two hours from Roseburg to Portland. The plan
previously proposed was to inaugurate one scnectule eaun
way daily and to add plane's and schedules as business de-

manded.
The plane designed for the feeder line service would have

high lift devices to assure low landing speeds; It would
have tricycle landing gear, the latest braking features and
special handling characteristics enabling it to operate safely
in smaller-size- d airports.

There is every prospect that the entire nation will be
blanketed with feeder line service in the postwar era, but
the CAB is not permitting promiscuous operation by ir-

responsible companies. Rather it is endeavoring to set up a
nation-wid- o airways system, served by responsible organ-
izations and all coordinated into a program that will ad-

vance commercial aviation on sound business lines.
