British labor's great victory that
there's no reason "why the world
should look for any revolutionary
change in foreign or indeed in
ddmestic policy."

Having lived in England many
years your columnist accepts that
as a fair appraisal. The land of
Cedric the Saxon aristocracy,
middle-clas- s and labor rarely
has leaped without taking a good
look.

However, we shall make a mis-
take if we don't recognize this
political turn-ove- r as epochal, not
only for Britain but for the world.
What might be regarded as a
passing storm in one of the more
inflammable countries of the con-

tinent, cannot be dismissed light-
ly In staid England.
War Pledges to be Kept

The voters of this traditionally
conservative count ry have given
a clear mandate to try the exper-
iment of socialistic nationaliza-
tion. Of course we needn't worry
about this affecting John Bull s

pledges regarding the war and
global rehabilitation. His word is
his bond. Still, this "swing to the
left" is likely to affect the out-
side world both politically and
economically. -

We may expect, I believe, that
socialism's surge to power In Brit-
ain will afford strong encourage-
ment for similar movements on
the European continent, which al-

ready is seething with political
leftist ferment. And probably this
encouragement Won't be confined
to the mere psychological effect,
for governments like Spanish
Generalissimo Franco's dictator-
ship can hardly look for support
from Britain's new labor regime.

It is a difficult task to restore timber to a large area
which has been subjected to burning. A small burn
will reseed quickly. But a standing, mature tree will scatter
its seeds only about a quarter of a mile. So when thousands
of acres are involved and seed trees destroyed, nature must
be given assistance. Handicaps to restocking are numerous
in a burned-ove- r area, Unsightly, charred snags are left to
become tinder dry. Quick-growin- g brush and ferns create
a tangled jungle on the forest floor. This undergrowth, by
providing shade and preserving moisture, aids reproduction
of trees but at the same time adds to danger of recurring
fire.

In the Tillamook area the wind fans the blaze through the
fresh ground growth. Weather-whitene- d snags blaze like
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torches, their scales, often as
in your hands, are carried high into the aid by the draft
and fall, still blazing, long distances ahead of the main body
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of fire to start now fires. Leaping from ridge to ridge and
leaving growth in canyons to be consumed by the slower
advance of the fire, the blaze sweeps ahead faster than pro
tective lines can be built, hurdling the feeble barriers which
weary men have placed in the path. .
