JAPAN'S PUNISHMENT

dvery judge of a eriminal court has had the éxperience,
while conducting arraignment of a prisoner charged with
erimg, of having the defendant ask what penalty would be
imposed if he should plead guilty. In such cases, the
prisgper is informed that the court will determine the
penalty after a plea has been entered; that the prisoner
must plead either innocent or guilty. He occasionally is
told the minimum and maximum pmultus provided by law,
but a court never reveuls terms of sentence in advance of |
the prisoner's plea. Guilt must be admitted, or must be
determined by trial, before penalty is announced.

Thus pur courts furnish us an example of what is meant
by unconditional surrender, a term which is causing much
debate in view of peace feelers extended by Japan., The
Jap, like a prisoner before the bai of justice, wants to know
in advance the punishment to be meted out for his crimes.
The recent ultimstum from Potsdam followed court pre-
cedent demanding unconditional surrvender before sentence
is imposed.

It is a common practice in our courts to temper the punish-
ment of a eriminal who freely admits his erime, thus saving
the cost and time of a trial. When an effort is made to
"beat the rap,” the court being convineed that the defend-
attempting to avoid punishment
merited by his offense, the sentence is apt to be more severe.

'I‘Im same should hold true in the matter of war guilt.
_Ji_lpmla “sentence” should become progressively harvsher
the longer she delays surrender.

She must know that defeat is certain. When American
warships prowl her coastline and toss shells into her centers
of war production, penetrating deep into her bays to wreak
destruction upon her factories, while unchallenged war-
planes fill her skies and rain bombs upon helpless, driven
populations, Japan should understand that her dream of
expansion by force has been shattered, Each day she con-
tinuea her stubborn, suicidal resistance, which has no hope
other than extinetion, is costly in lives. No punishment
will compensate for American blood, but Japan should be
made to understand that we value Lhose lives and that she
must pay dearly for every day useless slaughter is continued.

We believe it would be good policy, despite court pre-
cedent, if' a new and severe punishment should be proclasimed
against Japan every day the fight is prolonged. Accumula-
tive retribution could be faghioned, we believe, into an
effactive propagandn weapon to speed end of the conflict.

We do not take too seriously the defiance voiced by the

Japanese war lords. Proclamation of a chuice to fight to
extinetion very probably is a whistle in the dark—a face-
saving gesture while new ways are pondered to solicit soften-
ing of the Allied pronouncement, Bul rather than easing
our ultimatum we should, in our opinion, add harsher terms
daily, backed by sufficient evidence that we mean to enforce
those penalties,
Japan i fearful Russia may join in the struggle, She
knows the practical Russians will not consent to an “easy”
peace, and we believe it safe to predict that Japan will sur-
render quickly when signs point to entrance of Russin into
the Pacific war. Dut apparently she is counting upon war
weiriness and the nutural compassion of American people
to afford an escape Irom punishment for undue prolonga-
tion of the bloody conflict. Her decision to surrender could
be hustened, we belleve, if we gave convineing prooi’ of
oy determination to make the “sentence” progressively
harder each t]ug Imhtmg continues,
