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TWO IMPORTANT PROJECTS

Two matters of greatest importance to propagation and
conservation of fish life on the Umpqua river were brought
to public attention Monday. The State Game commission
is preparing to start seientific study on the river and its
tributaries, while lower Umpqua commereial fishermeh are
placing before the State Fish commission a request lor
development. of the Mill Creek hatchery on a permanent
basis,

While there may remain elements for dispute between
sports and commercial fishermen on the Umpqua river, both
groups are in full accord on the necessity for the study pro-
posed by the Game commission. From this study, which is
set up for a period of six years, we will be able to obtaln
data necessary to build up fish life and recreational re-
SOUTCES,

Any recommendations made at present are based entirely
tpon individual beliefs, opinions and theories resulting from
general observation, We know that fish life is rapidly de-
elining, but dozens of rensons may be advanced for this con-
dition, none hearing scientific authority but premised,
rither, upon observations of persons who are acquainted
with the river either in recreational or commercial eapaci-
ties. In other words, we ean CLAIM certain factors are
contributing to the decline in fish Hie and ean offer what we
believe is proof as to why the decline exists, but we have no
statistivs, no records, no seientific data to serve as evidence.

The Tish commission proposes to count the migratory fish
in the river. This will be done in several waye. Two count-
ing stations will be set up ot the Winchester dam. These
will be towers over the fishwayvs pérmitting dbservers to
look into the water and tally fish us they pass over a white
