PROSPERITY'S PENALTY

o By Charles V. Stanton

Property owners, often forming in long queues, have been
fillng past receiving windows at the tax department in the
sheriff's office this week, personslly paying current toxes!
ahead of the Nov, 15 rebate deadline.

As usual, there has been & great deal of complaining, pro- |
tests being divected principally against the sharp upwerd
trend of school levies, {

It is interesting to note that the majority of persons
cmnpldminx about the cost of education are elderly persons |
or childless couples having no direct interest in the school |
system,

We find continuing high taxes irksome. Yet how many |
of us would prefer 1o see our property values lowered, rental|
income decreased, business profits depressed? The nver-|
age property owner is paying taxes today upon u piece of |
land which could be sold for twice or three times the amount |
it would have commanded only & few yesrs ago. Rental
property is in demand and rents, generally, are nbhove those
of prewnr years, despite OPA limitations, muny of which
are unfair, Business and industrial profits are high, Would |
we trade these conditions for prowar status with lower taxes |
a8 an inducement ? ;

One penalty which must be paid for growth, expansion |
and Improvement Is higher taxes. The tax incresse, ob-|
viously, falls first upon our school system. Our schools |
have no other means of support. Therefore, when n purlm!
of prosperity and population growth oc vurs, our schools are
the first of our institutions to require attention. |

In these perlods of high wages, teachers are demanding |
pay increases, to which they are fully entitied. We must
provide more classroom space, often requiring constroction
of new buildings, as few communities ever provide school |
capacity groater than immedinte need,
and equipment ure costly,

during the past few years to add to their sehool taxes.
with additional tax revenue, most districts are hard pressed |
to maintain efficient educational or ganizations,

Nor is relief in sight. Unless we propose to deny our
young people the sdvantages of a good public school educa-
tion, we must continue, probably for several years, to vote
tuxes for buildings and improvements, and unlhmlz-‘ aud-
ministrative budgets in excess of the legal limitation,. We
cannit expect to maintain efficient sehools unless we assume |
the financinl burden,

Some people would selfishiy withhold tax support to our
schools, because they have no children or grandehildren in
attendunce. Yet, what would happen to the values of prope |
crty owned by these taxpayers if we should permit our
schools to full into disrepute? What woulid happen to us|
ad o pation if we permitted ignorance and illiteracy? ‘We|
anighd accomplish lewer taxes; but it wolld be at i tt-r-
rible cost,

There i room for much improvement in our school
organization, Our system of amall school district organizn- |
tion is excessively expensive in these days when good roads
and reliable automotive equipment make consolidations pos
sible. We need equalization of school costs, revenue and
valustion, Bot in attempting to correct these evils we |
are fnesd with provineinl pride, jenlousies and misunder- |
stundings, Nowhere I8 democracy—the right of home rule|
—more varufull,v guarded than in our public school system.

But if we desire prosperity, industrial business |
growth, increased population—and all do—then we
muul l)u Wi]lmg to pay the :aru ¢. That price is higher taxes.
