Brickley reported yesterday that
baby Ronald Carlan died of

She told police later the baby
actually had died four days pre-
viously. And that she had hidden
the body under the drawers of a
China closet in her bedroom-dinin- g

room.
Dr. Brickley said the baby had

suffered four separate attacks of
pneumonia and on each occasion
had inhaled food.

Mrs. Carlan now is under ar-

rest, charged with murder in the
baby's death and is undergoing
mental observation for a ten-da-
