Among; the many symbols associated with the story of the
birth of Christ, none seems more appropriate or beautiful
than the Star. Even the tinsel stars which adorn Christmas
trees seem to evoke admiration and delight from both young
and old. This is not surprising for the stars have always
been objects of admiration and of wonder. Speculation con-

cerning their origin, nature and meaning have ranged from
child-lik- e simplicity to the careful analysis of scientific
minds. They seem to be such familiar objects and, yet, re-

main so far away that we do not wonder at the importance
attached to them by primitive people.

In the story of Bethlehem, the star retains its significant
splendor as it guidas men to Him who was made flesh and
yet reveals the glory of God. This symbolic significance of
the star is shown by our modern use of the term to denote
a person of outstanding genius or brilliant achievement. But
no star has attained the importance of the Star of Bethlehem,
and it still shines with undiminished brilliance. By its
transcendent, yet revealing light men are led to eternal
truths, expressed in the mesxage then given to the world and
made available in the Son of God made man.

The Magi set out on the supreme quest by the light of a
star that did not fail. It guided their footsteps till the quest
ended, and the light of the Star was lost in the glory that
shone from the child who was born a king. As fixed points,
the stars are symbolic of eternal hope.

Centuries roll by and kingdoms rise and wane; civiliza-
tions rise, flourish and pass away, but always the silent stars
look down. They are universal, and all men can gaze upon
them. In our own time, when men have wrested terrifying
secrets from the universe to their own advantage or ultimate
destruction, it is well to remember that whether they have
done their best or their worst, the stars still remain. So, the
lives of men, who have seen the Eternal Star, and who have
learned to reflect His light, will shine forever in His
kingdom.

From each of the five points of the star we catch a beam
and learn its message of truth and beauty.
