For instance, Calvin Hunt, out Elgarose way, under the
slogan, "The Old Timers Did It; Why Can't WeT' is pro-
posing construction of log houses. Douglas County abounds
in logs suitable for cabin construction. Of course, the art
of framing a log house is very nearly a thing of the past,
but there are still enough builders who know construction
methods to permit revival.

With modern wall board and insulation there is no rea-
son why a log cabin can't be made warm and cozy and at
least provide a stop-ga- p for the emergency period.

The idea behind a log house is that if you can't get the
lumber cut from a tree, then use the whole tree.

D. W. Keasey, who lives just north of the Roseburg city
limits, also has a solution to the housing problem. Keasey
has invented an interlocking, - prefabricated house to be
manufactured from plywood. After building a foundation,
he lays down a six by six timber all around, then by rab-bitti-
