| Public cooperation and courtesy in return for use of travel
fueilities through grounds of the Veterans Administration
l Hospital in Roseburg are requested by Dr. George B Mulvin,
manager,

Pointing out that the bridge across the South Umpqua
| River and roadways through the reservition, together with
lall surrounding grounds are government property subject
to clogure at any time, Dr. Melvin states he may be required
to bar the public from use of these facilities if abuse of
| privileges continye,

The hospital manager reports several acts of vandalism,

| vegetable garden, theft of flowers and shrubs”from the
| nursery, hottles carelessly tossed from autemobiles to be
broken on the ground or upon the pavement, removed or
damaged signs, ote.

It is, indeed, most regrettable that some persons, bath
juvemiler and adults, have no respeet for property rights
Too frequently their scts impose hardships upon inrocent
people.  Although only & comparatively few persons comumit
acts of vandalism, vet it often becomes necessary lo deny
privileges to the public at large, simply as a matter of
protection.

The case at the Veterans Hospital |4 one in which many
persons could be made to suffer for acts of the discourteous
few.

: Few persons probably would consider tossing a bottle
| from an automobile, or leaving a bottle in the grove ar on
| the recreationad field & reprehensible act.

But it must be remembered that some of the patients at
the hospital are recovering from a mental disease which has
left them in an unstable nervous condition.
patient has suicidal or homieidal impulses. One of the
strict rules st the hospital is that nothing which & patient
might use to infliet injury upon himsell or another person
shall be permitted. But a discarded bottle or a plete of
i broken gluss can become an exeeedingly dungerous wenpon.
| A rule with which the public may not be familiar, and
[ one to which small boyvs sghould give particular attention,
| is that no firearms of any kind are permitted upon the
| reservation. Oeensionally boys have been discovered along
the river bank carrying .22 rifles, They doubtlesa were
truthful when they professed to be unaware of the prohibi-
tionn, But it is obviouws the practice could be extremely
| dangerous.
| The short eut throwgh the hospital grounds and across
the river is a great convenience to the public. The roadway
bears a considerable volume of traffie. The hospital man-
agement is very appreciative of the fael that the majority
of motorists drive at designated speeds. For the safety of
the patients it i necessuey that the utmoest ditution be used
im operation of motor velicles through the hospital grounds.

Insofar as delibernte vandalism i= concerned, we doulst
if any printed or spoken words would be of avail.  There s
# cluss of people having absolutely no regard for property
rights and to whom normal, decent human behavior nppar
ently % impossible.
|  But we are certain the general public is desirious of giving
every possible encourngoment and cooperation to the Vet
erans Administration in connection with its activities here
Roseburg and the community alwiys heen
minded. Any discourtesies, aside fram vandulism, we be-
Heve heve been largely unintentional. [t i to be sincerely
hoped there will be no further misconducr which might
require the hospital management to withdraw privileges
