tion class, however, and into the next bracket, where aver-

age tax rate was 22.9 mills. We are levying, therefore,
approximately one-ha- lf the amount of taxes normally found

necessary for a city of comparative size.
But a normal situation does not exist in Roseburg, where

boom conditions add greatly to the cost of efficient govern-
ment. Even though we doubled our rate of taxation, we still
would not have adequate funds for the kind of municipal
government we need.

Under the 6 per cent limitation, our rate of taxation goes
down, even though assessed valuation increases, for only
6 per cent, in dollars, can be added to the budget each year,
regardless of expansion in property valuations. Thus the
city can procure additional revenue only by finding new

sources, or by holding an election each year to obtain au-

thority to exceed the budget limitation. The latter practice
was adopted last year by the school district and will be

necessary again this year.
In checking other Douglas County municipalities we find

that Reedsport's rate of taxation was 31 mills in comparison
with an average of 19.5 mills for cities of like size. Reeds-

port's rate results from a heavy bonded indebtedness rather
than an excess of funds for administrative purposes.

Drain, 10 mills; Glendale, 16.8 mills, and Sutheriin, 17.3

mills, were considerably under their group average of 23.5
mills.

In a classification having an average of 14.3 mills, other
Douglas County towns were above the general rate

19.1 mills; Myrtle Creek, 20.2 mills; Oakland, 20.8

mills; Riddle, 32.6 mills; Yoncalla, 17. mills. Yet none of
these towns has sufficient income for administrative needs.

It is quite evident, we believe, that taxpayers must pre-

pare themselves to meet much heavier local taxes for the
next few years if they expect efficient municipal govern

Farm Security loans for operat-
ing and purchasing farms, but no
funds are available to other farm-
ers for livestock and equipment
purchases until new appropria-
tions are received for the fiscal
year beginning July 1, repoitsNorman Fletcher, county FSA
supervisor. Deficiency approprla
tion funds recently voted by Con-
gress are subject to veterans'
preference.

"Farmers making improve-
ments and buying badly needed
machinery and equipment that
could not be secured during the
war, together with the flood of
veterans aid war workers return-
ing to farms, created a record de-
mand for Farm Security loans in
this area," Fletcher said. "As a
result loan funds except those
earmarked for veterans, are ex-

hausted."
Extra Loan Aid Assured

Present FSA borrowers, who
need supplemental loans for
spring operations before July 1,
will be assisted in securing the
necessary credit from other
sources through subordination of
the FSA loan, it was explained.
New applications for FSA live-
stock and equipment loans to

farmers will continue to
be accepted but the funds cannot
be made available until after
July 1.

' "We can still help every quali-
fied veteran who cannot secure
the type of credit he needs for
getting livestock and equipment
for farming operations, or for
purchasing a family-typ- e diversi-
fied farm," said Fletcher.
