Traffic checks reveal that average speed is gradually
creeping up. During war years we curtailed our rate of
travel to conserve gasoline and rubber, We became accuse
tomed to eruising at slower apeeds. But, with restrictions
raleased, we are gradually returning to our old habits, Our|
reflexes, however, have not yet accommodated themselves
to the new speeds; our reactions, trained over a long period
of time in the 35-miles-per-hour limits, are a wee bit late

But of more vital concern
vehieles are not capable of prewar speeds. Our cars are old.
Their parts, long in service, have reached the stage whero!
metal iz in danger of becoming crystallized, Parts are worn
bayond the point of safely. Synthetic and recapped tires are
not uniformly reliable at sustained high speeds. To drive
one of these motor vehicles at prewar speeds is to invite
disaster through no fault of the driver, other than his lack
of judgment in travelling at such pace,

A feow veara ago there was published a pamphlet entitied,
“And Sudden Death,” It shocked the nation briefly, but all
too soon we forgot its message. It would be well if we dug
up otir old copies of that gruesome sermon and read it again,
Our local tragedy could well be appended,

Detalls of Sunday morning’s accident huave not been
learned by the police. There were no witnesses, and the vie-
tims are too seriously hurt to relate their versions of the
crash, Probably it happened so suddenly that none knows
