Are you planning to yvole at the primary elegtion Friday?

Perhaps, because there is little competition, you have no
intevest and have not planned {0 go ta vour polling place
and cast a ballot. In fact, we find some persons who haven't
informed themselves that there 1S to he an election thig | Ba
weelk,

No one can deny, we believe, that we do not have GOOD
national government in these eritical times. Our government
is weak, ineffectual, indecigive. It is prone to gerrymander-
ing, It is more interested in votes than in efficient adminis-
tration, It is subservient to pelitical pressure groups rather
than boldly warking for the strengthening of the nation as
i whole,

One reason we do not have good government is because
50 many of our people have not discharged theiv responsi-
02| bility as volers. We have not always been careful in our
selection of candidules. We have chosen candidates on u
basis of personality rather than policies and ability.

But & more essential reason for weakness is to be found
in public indifference. We get a large turnout of voters at
presidential eleetions but in primaries and general elections,
other than in presidential years, attendance at polls is so
light that paliticinns, often those with private sxes to grind,
find easy opportunity to slip into office.

A light vote at Friday’s election probably could do littlg
dmn.sgt

But there s one danger spot on the upuhllum ballat,
where Blarl Snell, seeking re-election as governor, is opposed
lor the nomination by Henry Black, Portland,

Governar Snell has stirved up considerable opposition in
Portland because of his courageous réfusal ta call a special
seasion of the state legislature to authorize the Portlund
sehool district to hold a special vote an its hudget, Time will
show, we believe, that the governor acted wisely, but he has
stivred up much resentment and it is quite certain an organ-
ized campaign will be made by Portland enemies to defeat
him for the nomination.

The eurrent issue of Gregon Voter summarizes the quali-
fications of the two candidates as Follows:

Henry Black, a successful contracter with sound views
on many subjects, is afflicted with an exhibitionist complex
go extreme that he repeatediy hag announced himssif as a
candidate far nominatian as president of the United States.
Governor Earl Snell in experienced, conscientious, an excgl-
lent administrator, a careful avolder of controversies, of un-
questioned intearity: ne has done a good job as governor
without having invelved himself o his state in difficulties
sugh ‘ag milght have been procipitated by lack of faith in
Father Time. Snell has earned party sypport for renaminas
tiop and shoulgd be re-elected,

Yet there is danger, should the vote Friduy be extremely
light, thut Black might poll enough votes in Portland and
elsewhere to beat Snell for the republican nomination.

Only one other contest appears on the epublican ballot,
thege candidates, Lynn V, Boekley, Roseburg: H. M. Shirt-
aliff, Myrtle Creak, and Sherman T, Smith, Sutherlin, being
rivals for the office of county commissioner.

The democratic ballot offers only one contest, Floyd K.
Dover, and David C. BEpps, opponents for the office of see-
vetary of state. We douht if cither stands a chance at the
November ¢lection against the incumbent, Robort 8, Farrell
dr., who i unopposed for the republican nomination.

But even though there are few contests to alttract voler
interest, the men secking office will be more impressed and
will do & better job, when eventually elected, if they know
that the people who pliace them in their positions are suf-
Fieiently interested to demand, through their votes, that they
serve efficiontly.
