The Roseburg Rod and Gun Club is appealing to its mem-

bership and to other persons interested in recreational de-

velopment to underwrite financially one of the most ambi
tious programs to be undertaken by any sportsmen's group
in Oregon, outside the city of Portland. Individuals are
asked to loan $100 each, without interest and with no ma-

turity date, to enable, the club (first) to complete purchase
of its 105-acr- e recreational site at Winchester, five miles
north of Roseburg, and (second) to provide recreational
installations.

John Amacher, president of the club, promoted this same
system most satisfactorily at Canyonville a few years ago,
when, as president of the South Umpqua Rod and Gun Club,
he secured loans which, used in cooperation with WPA funds,
resulted in construction of the Canyonville Community hall,
a building which has proved its value to the entire South
Douglas area.

Holders of the South Umpqua Rod and Gun Club loan
certificates have as yet received nothing back on their
investment in civic welfare, but we have seen many of them
exhibit their certificates with a pride which we are quite
certain gives them more pleasure than would a check for
the amount they have loaned.

But the Roseburg Rod and Gun Club has confidence it
will be able to repay its backers within a comparatively
short time.

The project it is promoting should produce considerable
income. After debt retirement, the club should be able to
use earnings to further improve the exceptionally fine recre-
ational center.

From the first money received the club will pay off the
balance of its contract on land purchase. This site fronts
3500 feet on the North Umpqua river downstream from the
highway bridge.

It is bordered on the north by the county road, which
branches off from the Pacific
Valley.

The site is bisected by the
of the tracks the club proposes to install trapshooting iiiiiiiiMsgrounds, an archery range, horseshoe pitching courts, and,
eventually, an indoor rifle range for small arms firing. On
a nearby knoll is a site reserved for a proposed clubhouse,
to be constructed of logs. Another proposed building, plan-
ned for a later date, is a dance pavilion, which will have
a concrete basement to be used for indoor small arms firing
and other' sports.

South of the tracks will be located a public picnic area,
where the club plans to install tables, benches, stoves, toilets,
