Announcement by Quaker Imdustries of plans for con-
striction’ and operation of 4 factory at Winchester, five
miles north of Rosebuvg, is of more than ovdinary signifi-
cance, We naturally welcome any industry, and the fact

that the concern is to furnish employment to 75 or more|

persons is of particular interest.
But of even greater importance, insofar as Douglas Coun-
ty's future is concerned, is the type of business proposed to

w | be establishied.

Quinker Industries will manufacture wouoden household
gadpets. In manufacturing these items it will use prineipally
by-products from sawmills. A large part of the wood to be
used would normally gointo slabs for fuel or would he sent
fo the trash burtder. The new [actory, therefore, is very
definitely in line with the program of wood waste utiliza-
tion in which Douglag County vesidents should be extremely
interested.

According to U, 8. Department of Agriculture figures,
compiled by the Forest Service, only 87.6 per cent of a mer-

| ehantable tree is manufaetured into lumber, while from a

sawlog only 464 per cent actually is cut into seasoned un-
planed lumber, leaving 47.4 per cent mill wasté and 6.2 per
cent shrinkage or seasoning waste,

Of the mill waste 13 per cent ig bark, 13.5 per cent saw-
dust, 8.7 per cent slabs, 8.7 per cent edgings and trimmings.

Much research work is in progress to utilize the 47.4 per
cent of the log now being wasted, as well us the limhbs, tops:
ete,, now being left in the woods, Good progress has been
made in finding new uses for these waste products. Bark
can be converted into w synthetic cork having many advan-
tages over the real article.

Sawdust is being used in the manufacture of aleohol, pro-
tein feeds, chemicils, adhesives, plasties, rayon, and other
products, Small waste ean be utilized in the form of pulp
for certain paper products, pressed wood and other purposes.

It will e noted that waste from o sawlog, and more par-
tieularly from a merchantable tree, exceeds congiderably the
amount of lumber, Thus the wood waste industry can have
a larger volume of raw material than the lumber industry.
Furthermore, manuflacturing processes in the otilization
field pesult in more mun hours of libor, while skilled labor
ig better paid.

Here in Douglas County, as in any other timberved scetion,
there is possible an industry approximately twice as large
a8 the Jumber industpy itself, employing a greater number
of persons, simply by utilizing wood now being wasted in
the forests and at the mills,

Douglius County's sawmill industvy has reached the ap-
proximute sustained yield level, 1 onr sawmilling capncity
i ineveased any - apprecinble simount, we will be cutting tim
ber fagter thian i grows, although such situation may be
desirable to' a cerdtain extent witil overripe timber is re-
moved.

But, without increasing our cutting capacity, we can still
move than double the volume of industry through utilization
of wood waste.

Factories like that proposed by Quaker I'ndustries for this
community are of the type needed in the utilization pro-
gram, There is room lor many more—sush and door Fac-

| tories, shingle mills, dowel plints, furniture factories, bhox |
| fuetories, ote, not to mentioned the new field of chemicals, |ta 2 and'4 to

pulp, adhesives, aleohol, feads, and numerous others,

The fact that Quaker Industries has seen fit, after careful
imvestigation, to select Douglis County for its venture,
doubtless will ereate interest on the part of concerns simi-
