How long can we as a nation cantinue our labor dissipa-
tion and still maintain our capecity for prosperity? Is not
our radical labor leadership, insteqd of discharging its duty
of protection for the warker,
dollars and sucrificing his opportunities for future welfare?
of dollars lost because of strikes, but we doubit if the figure |
could 'be approached with acenracy, The paralyzing strikes
we are experiencing do not affect the striking workers slone
—they leave their mark on every industry, every business,
every workman,

As the war came to gn end, the United States was in
position o enjoy the highest level of prosperity in ity his-
tory. There was every prospect for continuation of this pros-
parous condition for many yeard, Accumulited shortages
meant o high and susteined rate of production. Production, |
in turn, meant high edarnings and ability to purchase, thus
maintaining the eyele. We had 2 huge backlog of aceumu- |
lated savings,

Iut hecause of our dissipation we have wasted millions of
dollars from our savings account, We lave enforeed unnec-
essury idleness and loss of pay upon workers,

Speaking of the coal strike Life magazine said:

Last week, as Pittaburgh and steel plants banked their
furnaces, Ford began to lay off 110,000 workers. General
Motars and Chrysler prepared to close down. Chicago, with
only encugh electric power to work from 2 to 6§ P. M. a day,
hag a payroll loss of $25,000,000 a week. Rallroads canceled

2000 passenger trains a day and prepared for even more
drastic cuts,. An embargo on practically all lrclght oxcept
perishable food meant that industries dependent on shipping
waould soon have no raw materials to work with—and would
not be able to market their products anyway. In Bt Louis
alone the resulting unemployment was forecast at 200,000,
If the strike were settled quickly, much of the damage could
atill be avoided. But some Il effects would centinue to
plague the U, 8. for a long time: Federal officials estimated
that It would take nearly two months to boost manufacture
of scarce articles like automaobiles and refrigerators back to
March levals.
