Morals of GIs in Europe
Being Sapped, Assertion

WASHINGTON, June 18. (TP.
Dr. Otto Pipe of Princeton sem-

inary told a Senate Judiciary Sub-
committee today that famine and
disease in Germany threaten to
undermine the morals of Ameri-
can occupation troops.

The theological teacher, testify-
ing on a bill that would authorize
the War Department to supply
inhabitants of occupied countries
with a minimum of 1,5j0 food
calories daily, said returning sol-
diers had told him that crime con-
ditions in Germany were affecting
American troops.

"Hunger has driven hundreds
of thousands of women of the oc-

cupied countries into prostitu-
tion," Piper declared. "When you
have slum conditions, you have
vice and crime. Add famine to
that and the situation Is accentu-
ated. It is affecting nur GI's."

He said many occupation sol-
diers had come to regard German
women as "fair prey", and that
this attitude could not be easily
converted when they return.
