The curvent weekly report of our favorite Washington
observer contains one point of extreme interest. Compar-
o, l'ing predictions of professional economists and statisticians
in. Washington — independent forecasters, not frenzied
bureaueratie propagandists—our obgerver reports that esti-
mites as to probable increnses in living coats for the ensiing
gix months have been gealed DOWN about five per cont.

Prior to the demise of OPA these professional statisticians
presented varying estimates on the rise of living costs, their
rarious “guesses” ranging from 15 to 25 per cent, Remem-
ber, these increases in living costs were based on the pre-
sumption that the OPA and price controls would REMAIN
in effect. "Now that OPA is vesting, at least temporarily,
in the ash can, these estimates, while still varying, have,
almost unanimously, been scaled downward, generaily
auround five per cent,

This means that in the opinion of these men, who make|

4 business of compiling statistics and predicting future
trends, prices entering into cost-of-living will not advance
as far without price control as they would have done under
continued OPA regulation.

These eatimates are baged upon actual facts and ligures,
public opinion polls, ete., from all parts of the country and
are not influenced by OPA's scare campalgn. Our observer,
incidentally, reports that the flood of pro-OPA letters and
telegrama showered upon Congress bears the stamp of
Bowles & Co,, and the CLO publicity department and, being
of the form letter type, do not carry much weight with indi-
vidunl congréssman.

Prices are expected to vise on such foods as meat, butter,
milk, bread, eto., the increases compensating for the loss
of subsidies. The American public hag been fooled into
thinking prices were being held in line because they were
not paying them direct. They were paying their money
in taxes, Produeers were being slipped a subsidy undex
the table, the subsidv, as on millkk for instance, being in-

creased from time to time to oftset mounting production |

costs, Not only did we pay subsidies, but we paid
still are paying—the expense of an army of useless
unnecessary employes to handle subgidies.

But some other food items—Iruits, vegetables, ele,.—have
not advanced in price and, in fact, are expected to degline.

Estimates by statisticiang do not include rents, It is
believed congress will re-enact rent control measures, which
are expected to contain penaltics for those landlords who
upped rental charges during the recers.

Clothing s expected to make a quite considerable advance
in price—perhaps as much as 256 per cent—but this will be
of fuet within u few months by appearance of the lower cost
type of garment which hns not been munufactured in ade-
quate quantity under OPPA.
