Supply is overtaking demand in the lumber industry de-

spite a skimp in production, according to the current weekly
report by the West Coast Lumbermen's Association. The
bulletin shows production to be down 2't per cent from 1911

and approximately one-sixt- h below 1945. But shipments dur-

ing tho first six months of this year were ahead of orders,
whereas, for the first six months of 1945 and the compara-
tive period in 1941 demand was ahead of production and
unfilled orders exceeded gross slocks on hand.

For tho first six months of this year, orders totalled
2,989,006 board feet, while shipments amounted to 3,073,280.
At the close of June, unfilled orders amounted to 559,227
feet, and stocks on hand totalled 378,664 feet.

It would be interesting to know just the extent the drop
in orders, from 3,848,636 board feet in the first six months
of 1945 to 2,989,006 board feet in the first half of 1946, is
attributable to the restrictions placed on building materials
last March 26, when the CPA took over the job of rationing
supplies to "expedite" home construction, and to previous

OPA price regulations.
Certainly, demand for building materials should not be

dropping when millions are still homeless and industry and
business have elaborate construction plana in mind as a part
of reconversion programs. But, nevertheless, such condition
is apparent in the report of the West Coast Lumbermen's
Association, covering the first six months of the year.

It is quite possible we are doing a great injustice to the
OPA and CPA, both of which have a finger in lumber pricing
and distribution, but our observation of government controls
leads us to the skeptical opinion that every agency achieves
the exact reverse of what it is organized to accomplish.

Just as the OPA '"pointed with pride" to its record of
"holding the line" on prices, while paying subsidies out of
tax collections to offset increasing production costs, we read
how housing is being "expedited" although orders for lum-

ber arc declining. Somehow it just doesn't make sense.
There are, of course, many other factors to be considered
factors which may be controlling. We may be harboring

an entirely unjust and indefensible opinion in suspecting
government controls as being responsible for the drop in
orders. But it is quite evident, we believe, that there is a
vast, market for lumber in supplying the construction pro-

gram needed in this country. Production of lumber has been

hampered throughout the war period by wage inequities and
unrealistic pricing. In the present situation, we have a press-

ing national demand for housing and industrial and business tW.. :.':;V'?:construction. Vet, despite a decline in production, supply is

overtaking demand.
