Public’s Opinions
On Atom Problem
Flood Congress

By JANE EADS

WASHINGTON—Tens of thou.
sands of letters have been re-
celved by the special set up by
the Senate to study the atom
problem.

All have been carefully read
and answered. All answers go
out over the signature of Sena-
tor Brien McMahon, chalrman of
the committee,

Most of the letters are con-
cerned  with Jeglslative amend.
ments and often offer good pro.
pasals, but thers are the usual
oddities too,

The latest count shows that the
committee recelved T2,260 letters
in favor of the McMahon bill, 28
against it, There were 25,806 let-
ters opposing the Vandenberg
amendment, nine Im.rm'ing':‘ it; and
3,779 letters opposing the May-
Johnson bill and six favoring it.

The McMahon bill, which has
already passed the Senate, pro-
vides for outright civilian control
of atomic energy.

The May-Johnson hill, drawn up
by the War Departnent, and the
Vandenberg amendment (as it
originonlly was phrased) were
tab as sponsoring military con.
trol of atomic uses.

The Vandenberg amendment
as It now stands provides for close
military lalson but leaves contral
antlrely in civilian hands,)

and an atom woman.

“Since President Roosevelt was
coerced into voting $200,000,000
for research to break an atom,”
the writer was sure that Congress
would be prepared to vote 10
times that amount for 10 years to
fully develop and discover how
this atom man and woman can be
accomplished.
