of propagandists employed by our parasitical bureaucracy
and the cost to the public pocketbook, hostile sentiment
quickly would force immediate correction.

Some idea of the magnitude of the propaganda army is
revealed in an article written by Phelp Adams and pub-
lished July 6 in the New York Sun. Adams reported 572
employes in the propaganda division of the OP’A, Their
direct expense, he suid, amounted to $3,724,680 to which
was added $3,081,109 for printing and binding, and §5,833,-
494 postage, making a grand total of $£12,630,193. These
ligures covered simply the propaganda section, and did not
include &« miscellany from various distriet and local bureaus.

The section, Adams sald, averages six general press re-
lenses every day, in addition to two local releases through
1,900 price boards; uges around 600 yadio stations weekly,
makes its own films for free distribution fo theaters, uses
ull forme of advertising, and prepares material for use in
ll(.'.hul:lll.

Between V-J day and lagt July I, the OPA propaganda
section added 77 new full-time employes, Adams said, the
lnrgest number to be employed at any time during the or-
ganization's history, although theoretically the work of the
OPA should be declining.

But the OPA ia not the only alphabetical agency to main-

tion, authority, panel and board In our huge, complicated
bureaucratic structure has its propaganda section, main-
thined at laxpayer expense,

Fully 99 per cent of this expense is useless.

Take, for Instance, the press releases which come into the
News-Review office. We receive these from nenrly all gov-
ernment agencies almost daily, Approximately one-half of
our morning’s mail is made up of publicity and propaganda
ralenses, which, almost without exception, are filed in the
waste paper basket,

We receive, for example, anywhere from one o three
packets daily from the Oregon district office of the OPA
it Portland; but we'll say for the Oregon office that its
relenses, for the most part are timely, are well above the

propaganda content than do releases from Washington
headguarters,

But prior to the receipt of mail from the Oregon office,
every item of real news has heen earried on our Associated
Pross loased wire, Usually the news has been published the
day before we gel our mail.

Offices of the various governmental bureaus are “cov-
ored” by news reporters. Any items ol news are given ni-
tlonal distribution over press wires, The head of the public
rolations section can secure complete distreibution of any
piece of real nows simply by informing veporters who call
upon him. The expense of preparing and mailing this mate-
rinl is entirely unnecessary, us any information of impor-
tunce is fully covered by established press services,

American taxpayers not only are paving for scores of use-
less governmental bureaus but, in addition, ave paying the
costs of hundreds upon hundreds of propagandists whose
chief purpese in life seems to be to fill the nation's waste
paper baskoets,
