thorities have detained the plane,
its crew and passengers and re-

fused to permit American consu-
lar officers access to the plane or
personnel until specinc represen
tations were made by the United
States embassy to thiie latter ef- -

feet,
The note said that "the em

bassy is instructed to protest
most emphatically against this
action and attitude of the Yugo-
slav authorities, to renew the
United States demand for imme-
diate release of the passengers
and crew now able to travel, and
in conclusion to request an ur-"e-

Yugoslav statement whether
in the future the United States
can exnect that the Yugoslav gov-
ernment will accord the usual
courtesies, including the right of
innocent oassage over Yugoslav
territory to United States aircraft
when stress of weather necessi-
tates such deviation from regularroutes."

In two sharply worded notes
made public yesterda", this gov-
ernment accused Yugoslav sol-
diers of illegal incursions into
the Allied zone at Trieste and
making unprovoked attacks on U.
S. troops.

It also charged Marshal Tito's
government with attempting to
foment unrest in the occupied
zone and with "distorting" evi-
dence concerning the forays."
Specifically, the American gov-
ernment protested "in strongestterms" the clash of Yugoslav and
American forces July 12 in which
two Yugoslav soldiers were killed.

A similar protest was made al-
so by Britain.
