Announcement that Douglas County's opl.raung sawmills
are cutting timber at almost double the rate reconimended
under stistalned yield practice, may prove startling to many
people who have not kept in touch with the very rapid rate |

%1 of developmént in Douglas County. The analysis of current

timber removal was made by the Roseburg district office
of the 0. & C, Revested Lands Administration and reported
by J. E. Slattery, district forester. It lists 140 sawmills
with an estimated cutting capacity of 700 million board
feet per year, as compared to an allowable cut of 380 mil-
lion board feet per year in the same general area.

The survey does not include mills in the lower Umpqua
aren, west from Hikton, nor in the Glendale district,

To those who are interested in seeing Douglas County's
timber industry placed on a sustained yield basis, the report
i somewhat alarming.

On the whole, however, the situation is not as critical
as one might be led to believe, PROVIDING 1T GRTE NO
WORSE, R |

We must remember that Douglas County has a large
nimber of privately owned timber tracts which, because
of their location, type of timber, and other factors, aré not
auitable for blocking with publicly owned timber in sustained
vield operations. We have, too, a4 vast amount of ripe,
malure timber which should be cut as soon as possible.
Like any ripe crop, it should be harvested before it begins
to deteriorate.

Our forestry of ficinls estimate that we ean supporl a much
higher rate of cut for a number of years, while we are
harvesting our mature timber, than will be possible once
we have reached the sustaining level.

We need not be greatly concerned,
moderate overcut at the present time. We have, on the
ather hand, almost reached the danger mark. Should new
aawmilling operations continue to develop, we will be faced
with one of two alternatives, Rither we must abandon
our sustained yield program entirely and allow the industry (2
to cut off all avallable standing timber and then move oh
to some other loeality—the practice which has been consist-
ently followed atross the continent—or we must insist that
the operator who has not provided himself with timber to
miintain a sustalned yield operation, shall go out of busi
ness when hig supply Is exhausted,

Neither alternative is to our liking, No one wanis to se¢

a thriving Industry forced out of operation, throwing its
many workers out of employment,
timber resources destroyed and our towns left as ghosts o
i once busy community as has been the experience of #o
many towns in the wake of the recklessly destruc tive timber
industry.
Our chief hope lies in early development of processes
for grenter timber utliization. Important strides nre heing
made i this feld.  As methods ave developed to utilize
miterials now léft in the woods or wasted in maniifacture,
we can ore than double our production without incrensing
the number of trees removed.
