We would suggest that, fof a brief time at least, it might
be well to transfer attention from overtime parking, and
concentrate on double parking particularly trucks that
stop anywhere at any time to load and Itnlolid reckless

drivers, speeders, and others, not forgetting the traffic
loafers who idle down tho street, holding up traffic for
blocks. Slow-movin- g vehicles often can be more of a menace

than those exceeding the maximum legal speed.
We intend no criticism of our police department. Our city

cops, we think, are doing a good job, considering the size

of the force and the equipment furnished. But perhaps a
little attention to the traffic problem, both as to pedestrians
and drivers, even if something else must be neglected, could

be of much value, especially if tho courts will cooperate by

imposing more than a token penalty.

It was a battling
for human right to live an Indi
vidual life of development of
human talent or gifts. Every hu-

man being has a right to live
an Individual life to any extent
where It does not Infringe- on
another's liberty. This is called
free enterprise. Planned economy
is where a dictator and his few
allies calling thrmselvcs the
state or government own and
control all business, all property
not onlv set prices but establish
all wages; tell you where you
can live, and what rent you pay;
not only dictate as to your wages
but the place and your Ilhe or
work. You can't quit one Job and
cet one which suits, better.
No! No! No! -

Those who are striking how
to bring unrest and a change
that Communism may take root.
