The manager would have the power of appoint-
ment of department heads, subject to approval by, the coun-
cil. The proposed charter amendment gives the council the
right to remove the manager "without cause" as a safeguard
against any loss of authority.

We propose, prior to election day, to discuss the state
and local measures in more detail. We do not ask readers
to accept our opinions. We simply urge that every voter fa-

miliarize himself with the provisions and purposes of these
measures so that he may vote intelligently when the time
comes to mark his ballot.

Our comments in this Column in discussing the various
measures will, in some instances, be most definitely opin-
ionated. We have no quarrel with differing opinions and do
not seek acceptance of our views. We urge only that every
voter give conscientious study in order that his vote may
be intelligently cast.

The nine state measures are as follows:
1. A constitutional amendment providing for succes-

sion to office of governor, placing the president of the sen-

ate, speaker of the house, 'Secretary' of state or the state
treasurer, in the order named, in succession for the office
of governor, upon removal of the governor from office or
upon his death, resignation, absence from the state, or other
inability to discharge his duties.'

2. A bill authorizing a tax of 45100 of a mill annually
for a period of 10 years to acquire sites, construct and equip
armories, as funds become availabte in the following order:
Baker, Bend, Portland, La Grande, Oregon City,. Pendleton,
Ontario, Newbcrg, The Dalles, .Ilillsboro, Corvallis, Grants
Pass, Forest Grove, Hood River, St. Helens, Lebanon, Lake-vie-

Gresham, Princville,. Hcrmiston, Newport, Seaside,
and such other cities as military requirements dictate.

3. A bill establishing rural school districts and school

boards. This measure would set up a county school board
to oversee all districts except those of first class, equalizing
the tax for the county as a whole. H is a complicated measure
which will be discussed in more detail at a later date.

4. A bill authorizing Chinamen to hold real estate and

mining claims; a bill clarifying the state constitution to

bring it into conformity with provisions of the U. S. Con-

stitution, treaties and laws.
5. An amendment permitting legislative bills to be read

by title. Actually, this is an measure which

would speed the work of the state legislature.
6. A constitutional amendment increasing the number of

senators to 31.
7. A bill regulating fishing in coastal stream and inland

waters. This is the bill with affirmative ballot title No. 312,

previously discussed in this column and about which more

will be said later.
8. An initiative bill to create state old-ag- e and disability

pension fund. Known as the Little Townsend bill, this meas-

ure would provide a 3 per cent gross income tax. It is

almost identical to tiie bill defeated at the 191 1 election by
a very narrow margin, the main difference being that this
is a legislative bill and not a constitutional amendment.

0. A bill to create a basic school fund by annual tax levy.
This measure would authorize a tax levy, outside the G pot-cen-

t

limitation, sufficient to produce $50 per capita for each

child in the state between the ages of 4 and 20 years, ac-

cording to the latest school census. The levy would be in

addition to all other state taxes, except the two-mi- ll tax now
