THE BALLOT MEASURES

Civil Engineering
Service Sefs Up

lerian

There should be no difficulty in understanding three of
the measures appearing on the Nov. 5 election hallot. These i

include the bill anthorizing Chinamen to haold real estate and
mining claims, an amendment permitting legislative bills to
be read by title only, and a eonstitutional amendment in-
creasing the number of state senators to 31,

The repeal amendment, which would permit Chinamen to
own real estate and mining claims, would remove from the
State Constitution a provision conflicting with the U. S
Constitution and treaties. It would allow no more acquisition
of land by Chinese than now peimitted under federal and
state laws, bul would simply removn an obsolescent provi-
sion,

The proposed amendment to permit legislative bills ta be
read by title only would make legislative procedure more
efficient,

The provision that legislative bills must be read in their
entirety, gection-by-section, was placed in our State Consti-
tution in days when bills were written by hand. Usually only
one copy was available and legislators hecame acquainted
with provisions of a proposed law only by having it read in
full. Severnl readings often were required that there might
be no misunderstanding.

Now. however, all bills are prepared in printed form as

soon as they are introduced. Copies are placed in the hands
of all legislators for gtudy. Members of the legislature may

inform themselves fully upen the exact wording of any bill
by reference to their files. Consequently, reading only by
fitle ig ull thut is necessary, although the proposed amend-
ment would vequire reading “section-by-seetion” before final
passage, unless rules were suspended by a two-thirds vote
in either house in which the bill is pending.

The provision requiring full reading of a bill has heen
frequently used by legislators as a meuns of filibustering.
L has been common practice of legislators or bloes, desiring
to push through a meuasure toward which the legislature
might exhibit some reluctance, to force reading of long hills
in their entirety. Many hours were thercby wasted and
;mrgruss. of legislative work obstrueted, while filibusters
gopght and frequently gained coneessions us members  be-
came impatient to complete their work

The amendment is not apt to produce carclessness, us pro-
vision is made for reading either in full or by title only s
the legislature may indicate by a two-thirds vote, It would
e difficult, however, for a filibuster to gain two-thirds sup-
port and thus the measure would be a protection against
obstructionist tactics.
