This is the most foolish argument that could be presented,
if voters would take time to reason out the fucts.

If packers are eontinued to have their way, we will have
NO food figh left within a few years. 3ill 212, on the other
hand, by forcing the industry to allow at leagt a minoy es-
capement of fish, will preserve & food supply.

Let's settle thig food question!

At the last session of the state legislature the State Fish
Commission reluctantly produced a statistical report, This
report was withheld ontil the Governor demanded of the
commission that the figures be furnished the legislature.
They cover catehes in all stroams from 1929 to 1943, Thus
1943 is the last year for which the commission’s compara-
tive figures ave available and, thevefore, are used for our
computations.

In that year the Columbia River yielded 11,561,913 pounds
of food fish, while 392,255 pounds of troll caught fish (taken
in the ocean outside the river) came into Columbia fisheries,
or a total of 11,954,168 pounds for the Columbia, which
DOES NOT come under the provisions of Bill 312, At the
sume time, trawlers working south of the Columbia pro-
duced 783527 pounds of food fish, for a grand total of
12,787,495 pounds of food fish, none of which would be
alfacted by Bill 312.
