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TAXATION VS. SCHOOLS

The Basic School Support Fund bili, which would provide

There is no question that the bill has its bad spots from|
# tax standpoint, but we feel that the solution lies in alter-
g our tax system, not in denying money sorely needed by |
our schools, '

This bill is another example of one department trying to
agsure its own financial security regardless of needs of
other departments. This i8 a practice which has resched the
dangerous stage in our state.

Our State Highway Department has seized upon all li-
cenges, fees, taxes, ete., for highway purposes. Here in
Douglas County, where we have a very serious problem of
maintaining logging roads, logging truck operators are pay-
ing to the state ample Tunds to provide good roads, but the
money is spent by the Highway Department elsewhere and
the burden of keeping roads passable falls upon the county.
Counties and municipalities have long complained of this|
injustice, but with little avail. Yet it is apparent that our
Highway Department needs all the revente it receives and
more, too, if it is to do an dgdequate job on state highways.

The Welfare Commission has grabbed liguor revenues.

Sehools have usurped income tax revenues,

Meanwhile all expenses of government are mounting and
some method of findncing must be provided,

At present we have only limited sources of revenue, prin-
¢ipally direct levies upon real property and income taxes,
I the people of Oregon, who have defeated a sales tax on
govergl ovcas’uns, persist in stubbornly denying recourse to
this method of taxation, so obviously suceessful in our neigh-
boring states, and insist on continued laboring under anti-
