to the United States, leaving Mr.
Coulter on the field. When the
United States entered the war, he
became a prisoner of the Japa-
nese. As a citizen of Australia, tie
was not repatriated, but remained
in a Shanghai prison camp.

Upon his release after the war,
Mr. Coulter proceeded to Nan-

king and back to Hofel, where he
was able to save much of the
mission property from the loot-

ing of Japanese troops and Chi-
nese bandits. He came to the
United States last April. The
Coulters plan to return to China
after a furlough.
