But the law recognizes the right of 4 man to defend his
property, his happiness and his welfare, His job ean he in-
terpreted as being his property as long as he fulfills the
contraet involved in performance of that work.

tions ns his occupation will permit. Theae rights cannot and
should not be invaded, yet frequently are withheld by un-
scrupulous, selfish and greedy employers,

The only weapon with which organized labor may defend
its rights lies in the use of the strike weapon, despite the
