Douglas County was extremely' fortunate in the fact that
only three cases of infantile paralysis occurred during-1946-

,

although the dmeaae produced an epidemic second only to
tho scourge of 1916 for the nation as a whole. A total of 195
cases were reported during the year for the State of Oregon,
showing how fortunate Douglas County was in its extremely
low proportion of cases.

We cannot expect such good luck to continue forever. In-

fantile paralysis may strike its terror into many hojneg at
some future date, bringing that despair which comes when
we see a loved one in intense pain and watch the rapidity
with which paralysis spreads, never knowing whether the
disease will produce death, leave permanent disability, or be
beaten off without serious or permanent results.

In such times, when the feeling of helplessness is so acute,
there is tremendous relief in knowing that the full resources
of a national organization are available to aid in saving life,

ance which could bo wiped out overnight by ono case alone.
It is tho desire of those in charge of Chapter affairs to

enlarge this fund sufficiently to cover expenses of an epi-
demic or an unexpected emergency. The need may, perhaps,
be better understood if it is realized that individual cases
costing from $10,000 to $25,000 for hospitalization, treat-
ment, convalescent care and mtwelc ere not at
all rare.'

Tho Douglas County Chapter has made an extensive sur-

vey of available hospital facilities. It is general practice to
rush victims to Portland, where hot pack machines and other
equipment are available. Douglas County physicians have
bMj, "briefed" on methods of early diagnosis and how to
place cases under Chapter benefits. Through arrangements
with tho State Chapter, teams of doctors, nurses and ther-

apists can be brought into the area quickly if needed. The
Stat Chapter has developed emergency hospitalization
plans. An emergency field hospital could be in operation
within comparatively few hours in case of an epidemic.

Some misunderstanding exists in the public's mind con-

cerning use of the Sister Kenny method of treatment. State-
ments have been made that the Foundation is antagonistic
to this method. These statements are not true. The Founda-
tion does not attempt to advise medical practices. Methods
of treatment are decided by the physician in charge. In the
majority of hospitals serving infantilo paralysis patients,
however, tho Kenny method, cither in full or modified form,
is used quite generally. The Douglas County Chapter recently
donated a hot pack machine, a piece of equipment of great
importance In the Kenny method, to the Portland hospital
