Sports fishermen are aroused by tentative regulations
prohibiting angling for spring Chinook salmon.

Regulations, as proposed by commissions, would pro-
hibit hook and line fishing for Chinook salmon, while also
eliminating net fishing until July 1.

For some repeon which we do not understand and have
not had time to investigote, the commission would permit
salmon angling in the tidewater arvea, below the Recdsport
highway bridge, throughout the month of July. We presume
this provision was made beeause net fishing for Chinooks
