'The answer can be partially determined from a report

recently made by the I'nited Air Lines on the volume of
business handled in the first six months of operation into
Klamath Falls.

In a period of only six months, United carried 5,614 per-
sons in and out of Klamath Falls, outgoing; passengers num-

bering 3,084, while 2,530 were arrivals.
Klamath Falls had a difficult time securing mainline

service. Originally scheduled to stop at Bend, the United
was permitted to include Klamath Falls only after a hard
struggle by residents of that community to secure amend-
ments to the program outlined by the Civil Aeronautics
Authority for the company's operations. The first six
months of service indicates how important the airways be-

come and how quickly business is originated.
In addition to passenger travel, Klamath Falls originated

and received airmail totaling 12,376 pounds, together with
5,202 pounds of express.

When one considers that this business came from a com-

munity which Is furnished four daily trains in each direc-
tion, together with bus service and all other usual forms
of transportation, one begins to wonder what would happen
in a community such as Roseburg, where we have only one
train, and that a slowpoke, combination milk and cattle
contraption operated in the dead of night.

Roseburg's situation is considerably different from that
of Klamath Falls. Flying conditions east of the Cascades
are much more favorable, the United Air Lines having
maintained 95 per cent of its flights on schedule. Due to fog
conditions, we could not expect any such flight maintenance
record. Nor could we expect mainline or through service
immediately. This eventually will come, providing we pre-
pare adequate facilities, but such service probably is several
years in the future. We could, however, have feeder service
connecting with the mainline, coupled with service to inter-
mediate points between mainline terminals. This feeder
service is anxious to include Roseburg on its itinerary, but
is forbidden to stop here until better facilities are provided.

Before Roseburg can secure air service, we must have a
completely new airport. Only one location meeting stand-
ards for commercial flights is available, the site being lo-

cated in Carden Valley. The matter of a site is made ex-

tremely difficult because of our. rough terrain. There must
be a very low angle between the landing strip and obstruc- -
