As progress of the war indicated the unit probably would

not be needed for civilian defense, plans were revised to
maintain a permanent peacetime company. Association was
established with similarly created riding groups in other
parts of the s,tate, resulting in a state-wid- e organization.

The Douglas County posse, with units at Roseburg and

Reedsport, assumed sponsorship of rodeos for their respec-
tive communities. The Roseburg posse includes in its long
range planning the restoration of the county fair.

Proceeds from rodeos have been used to erect the present
stands, fences, chutes, corrals, bandstand, fence, etc. Imme-

diately following this rodeo, if net profits permit, it is plan-
ned to build a race track. As rapidly as money can be
accumulated, further improvements will include construction
of pavilions, stock pens, and other accessories required for
a county fair. The program will be hastened if additional
funds are obtained either through taxation or from other
sources.

Neither the posse nor any of its members receive any
financial return from the annual rodeo. All receipts over
and above actual expenses are returned into permanent
improvements to the county-owne- d property, administered
by the County Fair Board.

The annual rodeo requires many months of exhaustive
planning and preparation. Posse members, in addition to

perfecting their horsemanship, drills and maneuvers, devote
a great deal of time and effort to work on the grounds,
planning show events, preparing details of parades, ticket
sales, operation of concessions, traffic control, parking and
a hundred and one other items and activities connected with
an event of such magnitude. Few people realize the vast
amount of advance work involved in preparation. Yet this
task is willingly assumed as a civic contribution.

The posse has able assistance from its companion organi-
zation, thu Reserve Police, a similarly trained body of civil-

ians, till commissioned as deputy sheriffs, uniformed and
experienced in various phases of law enforcement and con-

trol. The Reserve Police also were organized as an agency
of civilian defense, but have carried over its a peacetime
adjunct to the sheriff's office. The Reserves work, too, in
close cooperation with city police, and are available at any-

time for traffic control, guard duty, disaster service, search
or other duties requiring trained manpower.

These two war-bor- n organizations have made important
contributions to civic welfare. They deserve appreciation
and gratitude from every citizen. This gratitude can be
best expressed by 100 per cent attendance and cooperation
at the rodeo.
