as if the Oregon senator had utilized more than his quota.
We have been anticipating a truck delivery of the speech
in full, as our mail usually brings us copies of all the sena-
tor's utterances; but so far we have been disappointed (?).
Knowing something, however, of tho time required to set
type and print 100,000 or more words, we can appreciate the
delay.

Fewer speeches, Congressmen were told, "would save
money," which is very understandable in view of the fact
that it costs an average of $71 per page to print the record.

However, we have difficulty in anticipating that Congress
will be influenced either by the rrlea to shorten speeches or
reduce printing costs. The alternative, therefore, is to in-

crease the supply of newsprint. That's why we have hope
the (that word) newsprint shortage may be solved.

Of course, Congress has had a committee working on the
problem for several jnonths. Publishers and manufacturers
have produced voluminous testimony as to the whys and
wherefores of the paper shortage. Opinions regarding solu-

tion to the problem have been as numerous as the witnesses.
Some want a return to government regulation. That's fine
for papers who play along with the administration, but
tough on those who hold contrary views. Experience, since
federal controls were lifted, show paper manufacturers to be
more hard-boile- concerning quotas than were the govern-
ment bureaucrats, but distribution has been more equitable
and not based on political favoritism.

But, with abridgement of the Coniressionnl Record threat-
ened by shortage of paper supply, we should be getting im-

mediate action rather than hearings.
According to some information, entirely hearsay, of course,

tons of pulp have been burned in European countries for
firewood simply because ship cargo space was not available
to get the material to this country. It may be possible that
Congress will direct the use of a few idle, surplus ships to
move stores of Swedish and Russian pulp to the United
Stale)-t- supply the Congromiunial Record and perhaps-j-ust

perhaps give some relief to tho nation's press.
Maybe, instead of GIVING our dollars away to European

countries for relief, currency stabilization and trade restora-
tion, we might BUY pulp and newsprint, now that Congress
realizes the critical status of tho shortage.

Certainly, in this land of free speech, we should not permit
abridgement of tho Congressional Record simply because of
the (that word) newsprint shortage.

The disease that appeared In

certified seed potato fields late
last year after the first two in-

spections were completed in most
places, is now conceded to be a
separate virus disease and not a
late type of common leaf roll as
was first believed. Such was the
announcement of Dr. John

plant pathologist at the O.
S. C. experiment station to grow,
ers and agricutural officials at-
tending the annual potato disease
field day at the station late in
June.

First called "late breaking leaf
roll," the malady is now termed
merely "late breaking virus," Dr.
Mllbrath explained. While more
has been learned about the dis-

ease, which is apparently well
distributed throughout the west,
it is still a baffling malady that
is characterized mostly by utter
Inconsistancy, growers and spe-
cialists agreed.

At first many growers thought
the disease was a form of

because it frequently
produces aerial tubers along the
stem, but such is not the case,
Dr. Mllbrath and his associate,
Dr. Harley English agreed. A
distinct difference between it and
leaf roll Is that the latter is worst
at the bottom of the stalk where
leaves are usually badly curled
and brown, while with the late
breaking virus the curling seems
to start at the top causing badly
curled leaves there while bottom
leaves are still nearly normal.
DDT Plus Sulphur Used

The officials also reported on
experiments with using insect-Ide- s

in disease control by means
of killing the Insect carriers,

aphids. DDT is the most
commonly used material, but it
Is much more effective when
mixed with sulfur and when a
little oil is added, the reportsshowed.

While results with dusts on cer-
tified seed potato fields are not
yet consistent, many growers are
using mem commercially as an-
other aid in a program that also
includes careful roguing of di-

seased plants, it was reported at
the meeting. Thorough dusting,
preferably on a community basis,
was recommended if any is done.
as one or two applications to a
single lipid might do more harm
than good by killing off anhis
enemy insects while not thor.
oughly controlling the aphis
uiemseivcs.

It will
be the duly of the rent office to
examine the lease carefully to de-
termine whether it is valid. The
lease cannot contain any trick
termination and penalty clauses.
It cannot decrease the essential
services, furniture, furnishingsand equipment. The rent office
will forward copies of the regis-tratlo-

of lease form both to the
landlord and tenant for their
records.

"It Is up to the tenant to decide
whether he wishes to sign such a
lease. If a tenant does not wish
to enter into such a lease, refusal
does not constitute grounds of
eviction.

"There are specific protections
against evictions under the new
law," Mr. Mahee said. "In gener-
al, the tenant who continues to
pay the rent to which the land-
lord is entitled has no more rea-
son to fear eviction than before.
Eviction controls of the act will
he enforced by the local courts.
The previous waiting nerlod of
three months before tenants can
be evicted when n house is sold
will now be determined by local
courts. Evictions to allow occu-
pancy by others are limited to Im-

mediate, personal occunaney by
the buyer or the landlord him-
self. Other conditions under
which evictions may he made arc
very aped tie in the law."
Advisory Boards Provided

" The new law also provides for
a local advisory board of repre-
sentative dtlens which will he
appointed by the National Hous-
ing Expediter on the recommen-
dation of the governor of the
state." the rent director added.
"When this board is appointed.
Its duty will be to make recom-
mendations to the housing expe-
diter concerning decontrol of the
area, the adequacy of the generalrent level in the area, and the op-
eration of the local rent office,
with special reference to hard-
ship cases. The board may con-
sider adjustment cases coming
belnre It and make recommenda-
tions to the rent director. All rec-
ommendations must be consistent
with the Act and the Rent

Administration
Of Rent Controls
To be Continued

The Federal Rent Office will
continue to administer rent con-
trols in all areas where regula.
Hons now exist and will answer
questions of landlords and ten-
ants concerning the Housing :tml
Rent Act of 1917, which became
effective July 1, it was announced
today by Clyde Hennlnger, rental
oflicrr for Douglas County.

The local office, located in tht
Douglas County State Hank
Hullding, Hennlnger said, will be
glad to give every possible as-
sistance in answering questions
and aiding in needed adjust-
ments.

Hennlnger reports receipt of
rules and Interpretations of the
new act from E. Daryl Mahee.
district director, who makes ex-

planations as follows:
"It Is Important to remember

that maximum rents remain Just
where they are under the old law.
There is no provision in the new
act that changes rents automati-
cally. A tenant pays the same
rent In July that he did In June,
unless there has been an older is-

sued subsequently, or he has vo-
luntarily entered into a lease with
the landlord as provided hv tlx
Housing and Rent Act of 'l!H7.
This act provides that when a
landlord and tenant voluntarilyenter Into a valid written lease oil
or before IVcember 31, Hl7, and
expiring on or after December
31. IMS. an increase of up to but
not more than 15 per of the
maximum rent in effect imme-
diately before the effective date
of t ho new lease is permissible.
Lease Must Be Honest

"Before any rent increase he
comes effective under such a new
lease," the rent director contin-
ued, "a copy of tile lease must be
filed with the rent oftice within
fifteen days of its signing, togeth-
er with a simple registration or

wage demands. If they DON'T
