But have they well
considered, these extremists, thata weighs upward of
200 pounds and is seven feet

May not the true bouqudt er
the savory soul of the turkey be
lost somewhere in the shuffle
when s weighing hun-
dreds of pounds are herded into

unchers? At a poultrymen'sconvention in Chicago the first
public showing of turkey steaks
recently was made by growersfrom Texas, and it was then that
the ostrich propliecv was uttered.

Portland Business Area
Jarred by Explosion

PORTLAND, Aug. 7 (,T --

Power service was back nearly
to normal in downtown Portland
today after a series of explosions
thai jarred S.W. Sixth Avenue
business buildings and knocked
out electrical connections.
